FIRST READING Acts 15:1-2. 22-29
Areading from the Acts of the Apostles..

In those days: Some men came down from Judea and were
teaching the brothers, ‘Unless you are circumcised according to
the custom of Moses, you cannot be saved.” And after Paul and
Barnabas had no small dissension and debate with them, Paul
and Barnabas and some of the others were appointed to go up
to Jerusalem to the Apostles and the elders about this question.

Then it seemed good to the Apostles and the elders, with
the whole Church, to choose men from among them and send
them to Antioch with Paul and Barnabas. They sent Judas called
Barsabbas, and Silas, leading men among the brothers and
sisters, with the following letter:

‘The brothers, both the Apostles and the elders, to the brothers
and sisters who are of the Gentiles in Antioch and Syria and Cilicia,
greetings. Since we have heard that some persons have gone
out from us and troubled you with words, unsettling your minds,
although we gave them no instructions, it has seemed good to us,
having come to one accord, to choose men and send them to you
with our beloved Barnabas and Paul, men who have risked their
lives for the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. We have therefore
sent Judas and Silas, who themselves will tell you the same things
by word of mouth. For it has seemed good to the Holy Spirit and to
us to lay on you no greater burden than these requirements: that
you abstain from what has been sacrificed to idols, and from blood,
and from what has been strangled, and from sexual immorality. If
you keep yourselves from these, you will do well. Farewell.’

The angel carried me away in the Spirit to a great, high mountain,
and showed me the holy city Jerusalem coming down out of
heaven from God, having the glory of God, its radiance like a
most rare jewel, like a jasper, clear as crystal. It had a great, high
wall, with twelve gates, and at the gates twelve angels, and on
the gates the names of the twelve tribes of the sons of Israel were
inscribed — on the east three gates, on the north three gates, on
the south three gates, and on the west three gates. And the wall
of the city had twelve foundations, and on them were the twelve
names of the twelve apostles of the Lamb.
