
The Stockton & Darlington Railway opened in 1825. Railway 200 is a national year-long event to       

celebrate two centuries of the railways and their place in our heritage. Please do come along to see 

‘The Hampton Lovett Heritage Railway’ built by two local enthusiasts.  

This stunning working model reveals Hampton Lovett’s relationship 

with the railways and in particular the Oxford, Worcester and     

Wolverhampton railway line which opened in 1850 and passes near 

the church. 

Hear about the history of the local lines, the relationship with        

RAF Hartlebury and the connection with Operation Starfish in   

World War II. This year the railway has been updated with new     

rolling stock and live sound coming from the engines to add to the atmosphere.
