Having not had a Diocesan directive concerning a Lent         

appeal this year, the PCC have decided to support             

Walsingham’s appeal to support young people’s attendance 

at this year’s Youth Pilgrimage: Gaudete - Leaping for joy. 

The Shrine subsides every young person that attends in 

some way but there is still a personal cost and as            

families struggle financially, it can be a real barrier to 

some being able to go. 

The shrine has come up with a Godparent Scheme       

whereby for the generous donation of £45.00 per young 

person, and our prayers, will will be helping nurture their 

faith.
