I come to Christ.  
 

We sign Andy & Isabel with the sign of the Cross 
Christ claims you for his own, receive the sign of his cross. 
Do not be ashamed of Christ.   You are his forever. 
Stand bravely with him against all the power of evil,  
and remain faithful to Christ to the end of your life.   
May almighty God protect you from the powers of darkness,  
and lead you in the light and obedience of Christ.    Amen.
