Second Sunday  of Easter  (19 th  April 2020)  

A Message from Michael :  As we continue into another week of 

lockdown, so much has been cancelled, not least the  farewell service for 

our team rector Stephen, which was due to take place this weekend. We 
are certainly planning to invite him back (once the current restrictions 
have been lifted )  for a suitable celebration of the  19 or so years he has 

serv ed the people of Horwich and Rivington. I am so grateful for his wise, 
faithful and encouraging ministry among us. It is a tribute to his leadership 

that our team now has what mu st be the largest group of OLMs (Ordained 
Local Minsters) and ALMs (Authorised Lay Ministers) in the diocese.  It has 
been a privilege to have worked with him, and we will m iss him massively, 

although I am sure we will see him around Horwich occasionally as  we wonôt be able to keep 
him away from Robin, his baby grand -daughter.  

As well as the frustration of many cancelled events, t he current crisis is for many an incredibly 
stressful time. Some face the pressure of long shifts óon the front lineô as key workers. Others 
are having to adapt to home schooling  their children . Some are missing their  friends and family 

as a result of shielding or self - isolating, while others face the opposite stress o f seeing too 
much of their own household! Some are facing financia l stress or the threat of redundancy. 

Daily we hear of those who have tragically succumbed to the virus.  

Yet as the old expression goes, óevery cloud has a silver liningô, or to quote a more b ibl ical  
expression, óthe testing of your faith produces perseveranceô (James 1:3). It was often the case 

in the early church that when Christians  faced the most pressure and persecution, th ose were 
the times when the church  grew massively as the Holy Spirit empowered men and women to 

live out their faith with love rath er than fear.  You can read more about that in the book of Acts.  

Many are finding that the current lockdown gives them more time to reflect on their lives. While 
church building s have been closed, people have discovered the wealth of Christian resources 

and  encouragement available both online  and on T V/radio . Although it is hard to beat meeting 
together face to face in our own Christian comm uni t ies, it has also been  brilliant for people to 

discover through the internet that the church is much wider that our own little community. May 
I encourage you to explore some of the links in the newsletter below.  And do continue to follow 
what is going on in our own church committees through our Facebook pages. If you are not on 

Facebook, it is worth registering  just  to keep in touch. You don ôt have to post anything yourself 
or put anything on Facebook, but registering does give you access and helps you keep in touch 

with the church. You will find daily video reflections posted by our team clergy, as well as short 
Sunday Service with a talk an d prayers.  

I pray that as we face a new future together, God would give us a renewed vision to embrace 

the new opportunities God is giving us, and that we, like many Christians in the early church, 
may be people who live with faith and love rather than fea r.

It is by his great mercy that we 

have been born again, because God raised Jesus Christ from the dead.  Now we live 
with great expectation, 4 and we have a priceless inheritance ðan inheritance that is  

kept in heaven for you, pure and undefiled, beyond the reach of change and decay.  5 

And through your faith, God is protecting you by his power until you receive this 

salvation, which is ready to be revealed on the last day for all to see.

19 That Sunday evening , the disciples were meeting behind locked doors because they 

were afraid of the Jewish leaders.  Suddenly, Jesus was standing there among them!  
ñPeace be with you,ò he said.  20 As he spoke, he showed them the wounds in his hands 

and h is side.   They were filled with joy when they saw the Lord!  21 Again he said, ñPeace 
be with you.   As the Father has sent me, so I am sending you.ò  22 Then he breathed on 

them and said, ñReceive the Holy Spirit.  23  If you forgive anyoneôs sins, they are forgiven.   
If you do not forgive them, they are not forgiven.ò
