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During this current lockdown our online Services can be found on 
YouTube, the link will appear on the Church Facebook page.   
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Do you remember the very first time you ever rode a bike by yourself, if 
ever you did?  Do you remember that feeling of excitement and terror as 
you pedalled that first, short, wobbly distance?  The excitement was in 
doing something you had never done before; the terror was in the almost 
certain knowledge that you would soon fall off your bike.  The next 
frightening moment was when you learned to signal, which meant having to 
take one hand off the handlebars with further wobbling and falling that that 
may be involved.  But as your technique improved, each time you rode your 
bike, you could think back to the bruised and bloodied knees of those early 
days and know that it had been worth it. I have a scar on my knee where 
the grit of the pavement remains some 50 years later! 

When Jesus appeared to his disciples after his rising from the dead, they 
were overjoyed to see him and yet they could not help but notice that he 
still carried the wounds he suffered at his crucifixion; they saw the marks in 
his hands and side and most of them would have remembered how they 
abandoned him at the time when he needed them most.  But Jesus did not 
blame or punish them; he wished them peace.  What was done was done 
and he wanted them to have peace of mind and concentrate on the future; 
His wounds would remain an eternal sign of the cost of love and they would 
soon learn this in their own lives. 

From the moment we are born, life is a constant learning process.  Over the 
years we have opportunities to learn.  When we attempt something that is 
unfamiliar or complicated, we make allowances for the mistakes we make in 
the process.  If we are seriously committed to what we have begun, we may 
have to allow ourselves some extra time and patience until, gradually, we 
are able to move forwards from ‘beginner’ to ‘proficient’ if not further. 

The strange thing is that we do not always make allowances for ourselves or 
for others as we learn the biggest and most important lesson that will ever 
challenge us: how to live as a fallible human being in a world that is itself far 
from perfect.  We have a lifelong path of discovery to take if we are to be 
rewarded with a quality of goodness at the heart of us; everybody stumbles 
and falls on the way, so it is important that we should not feel discouraged 
and give up the effort. 

God knows that we are learners in life.  He sees the ‘L’ plates which are 
invisible to us and to others.  He understands when we fall far short of 
perfection and gives us a new start. However battered and bruised we may 



feel, we are still learning to be like Jesus and God makes allowances for that 
by sending us the Spirit of love and encouragement to help us make a fresh 
start at all those times when that is just what we need. 

Each day is an opportunity to grow deeper in faith, to be more fully human, 
to learn about ourselves and follow Christ.

Wait for the Lord whose day is near, 
Wait for the Lord, keep watch take heart! 

Taizé chant 

Take a moment; in what area of your life do you tend to be frustrated and 
irritated because you are ‘caught in the middle?’ 

We spend a lot of our lives ‘caught in the middle’.  We head out to work and 
get caught in the middle of a traffic jam.  We enter a conversation and get 
caught in the middle of an argument.  We dream of our future and get 
caught in the middle of things we do not foresee and would not have 
chosen.  We really do spend much of our time caught in the middle of being 
caught in the middle. 

When we are required to wait, it means that we are caught in the middle of 
something that means we are part of something bigger that we are not in 
control of.  Being caught in the middle is disconcerting and irritating 
because we all tend to give in to the delusion that we have more power and 
control over our lives than we actually have. 

Self-sufficiency is everyone’s dream.  It’s hard for us to trust ourselves to 
the wisdom, power and control we want to be the centre character of our 
story.  Our story is part of a larger story that is written by the Lord.  In this 
story we are never centre stage.  That is the position to be occupied by the 
Lord alone. 

When we recognise that we are caught in the middle of something, we 
recognise something profoundly important.  Let me detail how practically 
important this insight is. 

Firstly, it means we are meant to live for something bigger than ourselves, 
we are not in control.  Our story is not ultimate, we have been created to be 
part of something that is larger than our wants, needs and feelings.  We are 
waiting because God said we are a part of his kingdom, and as we wait he is 
doing something in and for us. He is crafting us into the people his grace 
alone enables us to be. 

Secondly, it means we were created to be dependent and ‘this-is-my-life-
and-this-is-what-I-want-to-do-with-it’ view, is a delusion.  Each of us is 
dependent on God for our physical life contrary to what we often think or 
act we all live a life of reliance on God. 



Lastly, it means the final chapter of our story has been written but not 
unfolded.  There are more circumstances that he has designed for us to 
encounter.  Moments of blessings and times of difficulties.  When we feel 
caught don’t panic or give in to doubt, rest your mind because there is a 
plan.  We are waiting because our lives are under the control of One who is 
wise and good. 

Rest because he has made us part of something wonderful and he knows 
what he is doing in us is good, even though at this moment it feels as if 
we’ve been caught in the middle. 

 

Corpus Christi 
This month’s cover photo represents Corpus Christi which is a religious 
Christian feast that this year is celebrated on Thursday 3rd June. Mainly 
celebrated by Roman Catholics, the feast occurs on the first Thursday after 
Trinity Sunday (60 days after Easter).  

Corpus Christi, meaning ‘the body of Christ’ celebrates the 
transubstantiation of bread and wine into the actual body of Christ during 
Mass. In some countries not only is the feast celebrated in mass but they 
also parade the streets with the consecrated wafer as a public show that 
the sacrifice of Christ was for the salvation of the whole world. 

The practice is less common in the UK than elsewhere, but does still occur 
with the wafer carried out of the church in a ‘monstrance’ and being 
protected from the sun by a canopy.  

The Church of England celebrates the feast on the same day but it is often 
referred to as ‘the Day of Thanksgiving for the Institution of Holy 
Communion’. It is basically a celebration of the fact that the body and blood 
of Jesus Christ, the Son of God, is present in the bread and wine during the 
Eucharist – a re-enactment of the Last Supper, the final meal that Jesus 
Christ shared with his disciples.  

The same kind of celebration is made on Maundy Thursday during Easter 
week, which is seen as a solemn, sombre time for the church; Corpus 
Christi, in contrast, allows the church to emphasise the joy of the institution 
of the Eucharist.

Impact 
Each year, across the world, Mothers’ Union members work tirelessly 
to improve the quality of life for those around them. They do this as 
part of their personal commitment to show their faith in action. The 
embedded nature of members in communities means Mothers' Union 
is uniquely placed to reach people which others (NGOs or government 
agencies) struggle to reach. 

Method 
Mothers' Union groups identify community needs at local level and 
form projects to address these. In a number of countries, the work of 
members is supported and nurtured by professional workers. These are 
known as Community Development Coordinators, and their training 
and direction is facilitated by the central charity. 

Local projects are necessarily diverse, so that they may respond to 
differing local needs. However, there are some common themes which 
are important to the membership. These include maintaining a 
worldwide Christian fellowship, promoting favourable conditions in 
society for stable family life, and helping those families who have met 
with adversity. 

The role of the central charity is to provide an administrative function, 
support the raising of funds, and offer overall guidance. This 
enables large-scale projects which fulfil the more substantial goals of 
the movement. The common thread of these larger projects is to 
work through communities to combat poverty, reduce violence and 
encourage fairness and justice. These projects, funded by individual 
members and partner donors, support many thousands of people each 
year.

Arnold Wright 

Were I ever to be asked to describe the ‘Model’ Church Warden I would 
have no hesitation basing my response around Arnold Wright. Having 
been privileged to serve as a Deputy Warden for the past 6 years in 
proximity to Arnold I know I could do no better. The Warden is a key 
person in the management of the church and could be described as PA 
and Wise Counsel to the Incumbent, overseer of finances and protector 
of the material and fabric of the building. Arnold has fulfilled these, and 
indeed many other duties, with an outstanding level of distinction and 
we have to be eternally grateful to him for this. His command of his 
brief and depth of supporting knowledge was outstanding. He kept 
himself well versed in all Church of England matters Nationally, 
Diocesan, Deanery and Warrington area. 

Arnold was essentially a very private person, modest with a dislike of 
social media preferring more traditional means of communicating. 
Equally so he made it his business to know who everyone attending 
church was and was one of the first to notice if they hadn’t attended for 
a while. When change or alteration were under consideration Arnold 
was the one person who could be relied upon to spot any hidden snags 
others had overlooked - a trait which brought the occasional gasp of 
exasperation! Rarely was his intervention groundless however, he was 
certainly an accomplished scrutineer. Thorough in all he did, I recall a 
few occasions when Arnold was busy completing records etc in the 
Vestry following 10:30 Eucharist Sylvia coming to the door and asking 
‘will you be long I’ve a meal to cook?’ Invariably every ‘I’ would be 
dotted and ‘T’ crossed before he left. The church has been a very 
significant part of his life, he did however have other interests. He was 
a member of his local Probus Group, followed Warrington Wolves and 
had a great interest in cricket. All however remained secondary to his 
beloved church. 

Arnold has served faithfully as Church Warden, ably supported by dear 
Sylvia, for well over 40 years, an outstanding achievement in itself. The 
name of Wright is indelibly written into St Elphin’s history. Indeed 
Arnold’s father was a Church Warden before him. Arnolds name 



appears on the dedication stone outside the Rectory and his fathers 
name is clearly shown in a central stained glass window on the south 
side of church. Both appear in numerous church records. Just a few 
years ago Arnold was highly honoured to personally receive a summons 
from HM The Queen to attend a garden party at Buckingham Palace in 
recognition of his “services to the community”. He humbly, but proudly, 
accepted and was accompanied on the day by Sylvia. A very fitting 
recognition of the outstanding man Arnold certainly was. I am in no 
doubt whatsoever the “community” referred to was St Elphin Church 
and it’s Community Centre. He was greatly admired by all who knew 
him as shown in the many generous tributes paid and hopefully he will 
now be occupying a thoroughly deserved place of honour in his 
heavenly abode. I conclude with a prayer I think perfectly summarises 
Arnold and the wonderful person he undoubtedly was - a man I greatly 
admired. 

Teach us, good Lord to serve thee as thou deservest, 
to give, and not to count the cost; 

to fight and not to heed the wounds; 
to toil and not to seek for rest; 

to labour, and not to ask for any reward; 
save that of knowing we do as thou desirest.

Arnold Wright (Eulogy given by Fr Chris at Arnold’s Funeral) 

On the night of 24/25 April, if there seemed to be a muted rumble of thunder 

echoing up and down the Mersey Valley, for some of us this would have been 

the sound of the foundations of this church groaning as one of its favourite sons 

was called into the closest presence of his Maker and Redeemer. For so many 

years the name of Arnold Wright and St Elphin’s were inextricably intertwined – 

one without the other seemed impossible to contemplate. 

Arnold loved his Lord, and he loved this place. He knew every inch of it and every 

significant event that had happened here. Her had been Churchwarden (as his 

father had been before him) since 1974 – nearly 47 years, but his service to this 

church and parish and began long before that. There are those who can 

remember him teaching at the Parochial Sunday School, and I suspect that this 

life of service started even before that. 

I first met Arnold just over 20 years ago, and discovered a character who was a 

very private man. Like any true Lancastrian he was not overly demonstrative, but 

as I came to know him better over the 17 years I served here, I came to know a 

kind and thoughtful man with a warm heart and a very dry, but sometimes 

mischievous sense of humour. He was someone who had a prodigious memory 

for people and events – he was the only man I know who could carry on a 

conversation over a period of years without appearing to forget where it started 

– after leaving here , I came back after about 5 years for some occasion, and 

whilst everyone one else was saying all the usual ‘how are you’s’ and so on, 

when I got into the vestry and spoke to Arnold, it was as if I’d never been away, 

and the conversation carried on from where it left off those years before as if I’d 

never been away! 

That great memory, though, was a result of Arnold’s quiet and lasting love for 

others as his brothers and sisters in Christ. He obeyed Our Lord’s command to 

love one another, and I suspect we shall never know how many people he 

quietly influenced in his life with that quiet but very evident Christian faith – 

young people he taught in Sunday School or came across in the Day School 

where he was a governor, people of all kinds he met in his work with the 

Community Centre, young court officers he managed when he was Deputy Clerk 

for Warrington and Halton, or others he just met and knew in the wider 

community.  



He took seriously his role to support the Rectors he worked with, whoever they 

were, and also those like Stewart and me who filled in the gaps between 

Rectors. He was a loyal, discreet man who guided us, encouraged us, and 

sometimes warned us. Any priest values a good mentor and friend, and I know 

that we all have been grateful that he was by our side. 

Arnold was a key figure in the very important relationship between this church 

and Warrington Council. There are many occasions in the life of the Borough 

when this relationship comes to the fore, including Walking Day. As a proud 

Warringtonian, he was very much part of the team with Council Members and 

Officers whose role it is to ensure that these events go off without a hitch, and it 

is good to see you here this afternoon, Madam Mayor, to mark the significance 

of this work. Because of his contribution in this regard, Arnold received an 

invitation to a Buckingham Palace Garden Party in 2017, an event both he and 

his beloved sister Sylvia greatly enjoyed (I’ve seen the pictures to prove it!).  

In previous years, Regimental Sunday was an important event in the life of the 

Church and the Town. As a member of the Regimental Association, Arnold 

played a role in ensuring that the annual service went well when we were visited 

by the Duke of Lancaster’s Regiment, and he always ensured that the 

Trumpeters’ Book was signed properly to record the event. The Associations 

Standard is present here today in memory of Arnold’s help over the years. 

But Arnold was never tied just to his work with the church and the Council. He 

was a keen sportsman, playing cricket earlier in life, introduced to that game by 

his father, and then later playing Badminton until he was no longer able to do so. 

He was also a keen supported of that other great local institution, Warrington 

Wolves. Wolves always seem to have a local derby match on Good Friday, and it 

was not unknown for him to sneak out of church before that day’s service was 

over in order to see the match – of course, no one ever noticed!                

As I have said, Arnold was, in many ways, a very private and undemonstrative 

man, but he was someone who quietly lived out his great Christian faith, by 

loving his Lord and his brothers and sisters. He was a true personification of a 

disciple following Jesus’ new commandment that Stewart has just read out.  

As fellow believers in the sure and certain hope of the Resurrection, we give 

thanks for a life well and faithfully led,  remembering in love all that he has 

meant and been to us,  and commend our brother Arnold to God’s merciful 

keeping, praying that he may rest in peace and rise in glory.  Alleluia Amen.
