Did you know that in the UK there are 200,000 homeless and rough sleepers and as
the colder weather approaches they have little to keep them warm.

A Message from the Vicar as restrictions are eased.
Your safety when attending St Peter’s is our primary concern. We want everyone to feel safe
and welcome. To that end please hold in mind the following guidance and information:
1. Rows of chairs have been placed a metre apart.  An empty row will be placed between

each available row of seating – this row is clearly marked not for use.
2. The main door will be open to ensure good ventilation.
3. Wearing masks is recommended while in church.
4. Use of sanitisers is recommended on entry to and departure from the church.
5. Please respect the right of others to remain socially distanced and remain a minimum of

one metre from other people at all times.
