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John 13:31-35 
( 

(Note: this takes place at the Last Supper just after Judas has left Jesus to go and 
betray Him) 

31 When he was gone, Jesus said, ‘Now the Son of Man is glorified, and God is glorified 
in him. 32 If God is glorified in him, God will glorify the Son in himself and will glorify 
him at once. 

33 ‘My children, I will be with you only a little longer. You will look for me, and just as I 
told the Jews, so I tell you now: where I am going, you cannot come. 

34 ‘A new command I give you: love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love 
one another. 35 By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you love one 
another.’ 

Love one another. We often sing about it but what did Jesus really mean? This was not 
an easy, sentimental invitation. Jesus had just seen his friend Judas go out into the 
night, with a view to betraying him. He had loved Judas with an unselfish love but had 
lost him.  
 

And this teaching was not just for the disciples so they could feel like a cosy group of 
followers. Loving one another in the way Jesus commanded has a powerful impact on 
others too. It emphasises the importance of love as a distinguishing mark of 
discipleship. Jesus commands his disciples to love one another, just as He has loved 
them, and says this love will be the primary way the world will recognise them as His 
followers. This passage calls for a self-sacrificing, sacrificial love that mirrors Jesus's 
own love for His disciples, even for those who would betray Him.  
 

So the challenge for us is to demonstrate that love to the world in the way we speak 
and behave towards each other. Honest question – does the church (in its widest sense) 
always do that? Or do we sometimes forget that the world is watching?
