"Nearly 2 years ago, my wife
Anne spotted an advert for train-
ing in 'Contemporary Chaplain-
cy'. | applied and found myself
doing town centre chaplaincy in
Worksop - mainly on Wednes-

day and Saturday mornings.

| am on friendly terms with quite
a few of the market stallholders
and several of the barbers; oc-
casionally this leads to spiritual
discussions.

One of the stallholders often
gets me to mind his stall for a
few minutes. Another got me to
talk to a man he was concerned
might not get back home. A con-
versation about heaven - and
how we may enter - resulted; the
old man took it in and got home
safely.

A teenaged girl living in rented
accommodation was from a
Christian home, but felt people in
her home church judged her. She
knew Jesus was coming back
soon and didn’t want to be left
behind; she didn’t have a Bible, so
| gave her an NIV Luke’s gospel.
Next time | saw her she said she
was reading a chapter each even-
ing with her friend.

On two consecutive Saturdays
last June | seemed to have good
conversations about the Lord with
nearly everyone | spoke to—at
least a dozen in total—men and
women, older and younger.

Most of what happens is because
people pray for me, asking the
Lord to work through me and to
give me boldness. | ask believers
to pray about particular needs
that | come across.

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The encouraging news is that there are
a few organisations that keep watch
over society changes, and actually
challenge injustices, bad laws and un-
godly activities. | will highlight just one
of them that we have had dealings with
over the past few years;

CitizenGo, an international association,
who monitor large organizations like
the EU, UN and WHO (World Health
Organization) and challenge woke
agendas that are not in line with Chris-
tian ideals. How can they do this, and
with considerable success in some
cases? They have a following of over
18 million subscribers, and regularly
ask them to sign petitions which they
are in agreement with.

Do have a look at their website and
consider signing up to receive emails
of their ongoing conflicts. | finish with a
supporting scripture, Luke 12:51 and
52.
