The Rev’s Ramblings 
 

The best stories work on so many levels, and Jesus 
was a master storyteller. 
The story that Jesus told about ‘The Good Samaritan’ 
rightly shows that we should care for people, whoever 
they are because they are our neighbour. 
This is where the charity ‘Samaritans’ gets its name, 
because it is help coming from a complete stranger. 
 
But the meanings have different levels. 
It would have been a scandalous shock that Jesus 
chose an ‘unclean foreigner’ to be the hero. 
Usually the people from Samaria would be the villains. 
Just think of the person you are most prejudiced about 
being the only person to actually help you when you 
are in need. 
This could open the eyes of some political groups. 
 
But the main meaning is even more provocative! 
The reason why the religious people didn’t help the 
possibly dead man was because by doing so they 
would have made themselves ritually unclean and 
been prevented by religious law from doing their 
religious duties or having contact with their families or 
communities. Jesus was challenging how the religious 
laws become a barrier to being open to others. 
When policies become more important than people, 
we’ve lost the important focus.  
If Jesus gave us something to share, who are we to 
justify exclusion by our own rules? 
 
Lord, please show us the right way to be an open 
community whilst still keeping Jesus at our centre. 
Rules are important because it gives us boundaries.
