7th Sept Luke 14. 25-33 Jesus said; Whoever does not carry
the cross and follow me cannot be my disciple. For which of you,
intending to build a tower, does not first sit down and estimate the
cost, to see whether he has enough to complete it?

14t Sept John 3. 13-17 Jesus said; ‘For God so loved the world
that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may
not perish but may have eternal life.

21st Sept Luke 16. 1-13 Jesus said; ‘Whoever is faithful in a very
little is faithful also in much; and whoever is dishonest in a very little
is dishonest also in much. If then you have not been faithful with the
dishonest wealth, who will entrust to you the true riches? And if you
have not been faithful with what belongs to another, who will give
you what is your own? No slave can serve two masters; for a slave
will either hate the one and love the other, or be devoted to the one
and despise the other. You cannot serve God and wealth.’

28th Sept Luke 16. 19-31 Jesus told a story about a rich man
who died and tried to make a bargain with God. ‘Abraham replied,
“They have Moses and the prophets; they should listen to them.” He
said, “No, father Abraham; but if someone goes to them from the
dead, they will repent.” He said to him, “If they do not listen to Moses
and the prophets, neither will they be convinced even if someone
rises from the dead.”
