‘Raindrops on roses and whiskers on kittens' and 
'sugar and spice and all things nice'. That's what God 
is part of. 
But 'When the dog bites. When the bee stings' and 
'slugs and snails... etc.' God has nothing to do with 
these things. True? 
 
Often it is hard to know where God is in some events 
and situations. Hopefully we believe in a God who isn't 
vindictive, but what if the pain is a warning to change 
something? What if the pain helps us to understand 
others better and be a support to them? What if the 
pain has protected us from worse trauma? 
 
In this Sunday's Old Testament reading from Isaiah 
5.1-7 we hear of God as a gardener who puts in love 
and hard work to creating a precious vineyard, but it 
yields wild grapes. These will spoil everything, and so 
God the gardener breaks down the protecting wall and 
allows (not gives) the land what it wants, even if it’s not 
good for it. 
The time away from the care of God can actually be 
part of the journey back to safety in God. 
 
There are many going through life changing challenges 
and it may feel like God is leaving the 'garden' of our 
life to go to seed or wild plants and weeds, but don't let 
go of your relationship with God. Keep close.  
Stay involved with Church. 
This may be the Autumn or Winter Season for you.
