RICH MAN, POOR MAN :  We hear the story of a very 
rich man who ignored the plight of a beggar sitting at 
his gate. 
Jesus told a story about a rich man who refused to 
share even the crumbs from his table with a starving 
beggar who sat at his gate. One great evil in the 
world today is the terrible indifference towards one’s 
neighbour which is so widespread. Yet all of us are 
beggars before God. Let us ask Gods forgiveness, 
especially for our refusal to show concern for those 
who are less fortunate than ourselves.
