The 

congregation was devastated, angry and hurt. We were additionally disappointed to learn that 

Bishop Norman had actively supported and encouraged the proposal, A second visit detailed a 

different plan for the church which would change the ethos of worship by introducing a plant to 

build up the congregation and profile of the Parish. Changes were not made in the timescale 

suggested and the current vision of the Diocese can be read here . In the meantime services are 

currently being celebrated by various priests for which we are very grateful.
