This week’s readings are

Galatians 5.22-23

John 16 13-15

In these verses, Jesus promises the coming of the Holy Spirit, the
“Spirit of truth”. The disciples were facing uncertainty, confusion,
and the fear of Jesus’ departure. But Jesus assures them that
they would not be left alone — the spirit would guide them, reveal
God’s truth, and remind them of Jesus’ words.

The Spirit never speaks independently but always points back to
Jesus, glorifying him and making the Father’s will known. This
shows the deep unity of the Trinity: The Father, the Son, and the
Holy Spirit working together in perfect love.

For us today, this passage reminds us that we are never without
guidance. When we are unsure, the Spirit speaks through
Scripture, prayer, and the quiet nudges of our hearts. The Spirit
leads us deeper into God’s truth — not just as head knowledge,
but as living truth that transforms how we live.

e How do | listen for the Spirit's guidance in my daily life?

e Are there times | rely more on my own understanding than
on God’s Spirit?

e How can | glorify Jesus in my words and actions, as the
Spirit does?
