OUR SERVICE ON SUNDAY WILL BE AT THE EARLIER TIME OF 10.00 a.m.   This will be a said communion with hymns and the celebrant will be Rev Andy Barton.

LOOKING FORWARDS – REV ANDY
Do you like wrestling?   You might have watched wrestling matches on TV.    Perhaps you have had a go at arm wrestling someone?   Maybe wrestling is what you do with weeds in the garden, spam in your Inbox or looking for socks that match.   Wrestling is for all, and I encourage it.   Rather than always seeking to avoid problems, sometimes they are better faced and worked through, like the elephant in the room or those weeds. 
      We will be wrestling with two passages of scripture this weekend.   On Saturday at our benefice’s Vision Day we will start with prayer, reflecting on Paul’s exhortation to the church in Corinth to value both unity and diversity in the church.   Paul’s message is clear, we all need each other.   Our differences are our strength.   This was God’s design and intention from the start.   There should be no division in the body, but all parts should have equal concern for each other. 
     On Sunday our readings take us from Jacob wrestling with God, to Timothy’s wrestling with scripture, and Jesus’ reminder to wrestle with prayer.   Different writings over many centuries but one common theme.   The faithful life is a wrestling match.
     This weekend, whether you can come to the Vision Day or not, there is a wrestle to get involved in.   Who are we, what is our calling, who are we sent to, what do they need?   My hope is that our wrestling with this will bear fruit.   It starts on Saturday, and it will continue for a few weeks to come, but the more genuine, diligent and prayerful we are with this exercise, the clearer the way ahead will be.
     So, I invite you to join in.   Come on Saturday or pray if you can’t.   Gather on Sunday or pray if you can’t.   We need each other, and we need to wrestle.   The Psalm set for the weekend is 121.   A reminder of God’s faithful, caring presence; protecting and guiding us. We have nothing to fear, and everything to gain, from wrestling with God in prayer, in scripture and in our relationships with one another.   Let’s go.
