ECO CHURCH NOTE:  How best to clear ice from the car windows and windscreen? De-icer spray is toxic, terrible for the environment, and fatal if ingested — even in small amounts — by humans or animals. Instead, try preventing the problem by using a windscreen cover (or by spraying the windows with diluted white vinegar the night before), or failing that, scraping the ice by hand is the most environmentally friendly option. Or try filling a hot water bottle and sweeping it slowly across the inside of the window.
