four great beasts came up out of the
sea, different from one another. As for
me, Daniel, my spirit was troubled within
me, and the visions of my head terrified
me. | approached one of the attendants
to ask him the truth concerning all this.
So he said that he would disclose to

me the interpretation of the matter: “As
for these four great beasts, four kings
shall arise out of the earth. But the holy
ones of the Most High shall receive the
kingdom and possess the kingdom for
ever — for ever and ever.”

Woe to you when all speak well
of you, for that is what their ancestors
did to the false prophets. But | say to
you that listen, Love your enemies, do
good to those who hate you, bless
those who curse you, pray for those
who abuse you. If anyone strikes you
on the cheek, offer the other also; and
from anyone who takes away your coat
do not withhold even your shirt. Give
to everyone who begs from you; and if
anyone takes away your goods, do not
ask for them again. Do to others as you
would have them do to you.”
