LOOKING FORWARDS – REV ANDY
Past sorrow and future hope			      
Remembrance Sunday is upon us and we will pause to remember those who paid the ultimate sacrifice in conflicts across the years around the world.   We will remember the courage, devotion to duty and the self-sacrifice of the women and men in our Armed Forces, along with the toil, endurance and suffering of those who were not in uniform.    It is right that we also remember those who sent us help from afar or came and stood by our side. Alongside those who died, we do well to remember those who were wounded, and those who came back, whose lives bore the scars of war.
     I would also encourage us to remember those who were our enemies, whose homes and hearts are as bereft as ours and, of course, each of us will particularly recall those whom we have known and loved, but who are not with us today.   They will forever have a place in our hearts.   It can be easy when we look back and remember all these people, and the episodes in history that they were swept up in, to lose faith in God and hope for humanity.   However, I believe that on Remembrance Day we can weave together past sorrow and future hope.   
     Within the church year, Remembrance Day and last week’s All Saints’ and All Souls’ days, fall within what we call the Kingdom season.    Ahead of Advent, we spend just a few weeks reminding ourselves that despite the obvious signs of brokenness in our world, there are also signs that God’s Kingdom is arriving.     It may not be fully present yet, but whether you look to the witness accounts of the risen Jesus recorded in the Bible, or at the sacrificial love shown by everyday people every day of the year, conflict and brokenness are not the only story.
     So, I encourage you to pause and remember and, as you do so, remember not only the fallen, but also the one who was raised.   May the scarlet poppies that we wear at Remembrance, the gentle flowers which sprang into life from the fields of war, be to us all a symbol of regeneration in our own days.
