From David:
The arrival once more of the season of Advent reminds us that the circle of life continues and the circle of worship continues within it. Much exciting stuff is going on across the Benefice just now. At Edingthorpe, we’ve received permission to re-plaster the West wall and received a generous donation to fund that work. When the weather is better we will get on with the job and look forward to other works that need doing.
At Worstead, thanks to the generosity of the Festival, we are ready to install a new kitchen in January and the automatic locking is already proving itself hugely valuable to the local community. We thank God for the generosity of all who give to support the life of Worstead Church.
Westwick continues to stand ready for worship when we are able to use it and across the Christmas season it is good to be able to gather in that place to worship as generations have before us.
North Walsham prepares for Advent and Christmas as ever. We look forward to welcoming the Community Fridge in January and to all the people that will come to use that service. The Nicholas Project is continuing in the background with much work in preparation. The Curate’s Page
The last Sunday of the Church year is the one when we celebrate Christ the King.
But it is also known to those of the Prayer Book tradition as ‘Stir up Sunday’.
It comes from the first words of the Collect from Sunday next before Advent: 
‘Stir up, we beseech thee, O Lord, the wills of thy faithful people; that they, plenteously bringing forth the fruit of good works, may of thee be plenteously rewarded; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.’

Traditionally, this is known as the last Sunday to stir up your Christmas pudding, so it’s ready in time for the celebration of the Incarnation of our Lord.
When the weather gets colder and colder, and days ever shorter, we begin the time of Advent, during which we prepare our hearts to welcome our Newborn Saviour in our midst.
This time is there to prepare our hearts and minds, to stir them up, so that we are ready to welcome our Saviour: the ultimate Love, the ultimate Perfection, and the ultimate Salvation.
He comes, the Sinless One, to take upon himself our sins, He died so that we may live.
May this time of Advent be a time of openness, of welcome towards strangers, of warmth in our hearts and relationships with others and a time of stirring up ourselves and those around us, so that, when the time comes, we are ready. Ready to sing with the choirs of angels: ‘Gloria in excelsis Deo!’

[image: ]You may have read items in the press relating to the use of 'gluten free' wafers at Holy Communion - for those who require them, we use wafers which are approved and recommended for use by Coeliac UK - more information here. If you need a gluten free wafer, please advise the churchwardens/welcomers when you arrive for the service, and please indicate to the clergy distributing Holy Communion. 

The Church teaches that receiving Holy Communion in both kinds (wafer and wine), or in one kind (the wafer or the wine) are acceptable and contain the fulness of the Sacrament.  There are many reasons why this will be the case at different times in our lives, and there will be times when we cannot physically receive but join in an Act of Spiritual Communion (as those who watch online do - see below).

[image: ]​Intinction (that is, dipping your wafer into the wine) is not permitted, both for hygiene reasons and because it might introduce gluten to the wine, which could be consumed by someone who is allergic to it.

Lasting Powers of Attorney – Why are they so Important?
Lasting Powers of Attorney (LPA’s) are documents that give an individual you trust (your attorney) the legal authority to make decisions on your behalf should you either lose the mental capacity to make them, or you no longer wish to make these decisions yourself. Lasting Powers of Attorney come in 2 forms, these coming under the heading of ‘Property & Financial Affairs’ and ‘Health & Welfare’ 
So, how can they help?
The Property & Financial Affairs LPA covers things such as running your bank and savings accounts, making or selling investments, paying bills, buying or selling property and applying for benefits. 
The Health & Welfare LPA covers things such as the type of health care and medical treatment you receive (including decisions on life sustaining treatment), where you live, as well as the type of care that you receive in areas such as diet and daily routine.
Given the wide range of areas that these documents cover, it becomes quite obvious as to why they are so important. However, according to ‘The Office of the Public Guardian’ via an article produced in 2022, less than 1% of the UK population have a Lasting Powers of Attorney in place.
So, why do so few people have them in place? One of the most commonly mentioned reasons is that people assume that their spouse will automatically have the right to make decisions for them should they ever reach the stage where they are unable to. This however is a common misconception and it is very often discovered far too late that they actually have no legal authority at all. Cost is another reason people put it off, I can assure you are costs for this type of work are minimal, in the hope this is not a reason to delay.
What should you do?
Well, the answer to this one is quite simple……. get on and set up both types of LPA as soon as you can. It is never too soon to set one up, but it certainly can be too late. By law, once your mental capacity has gone, so has your opportunity to appoint attorneys to act on your behalf. At this point your loved ones will be required to go down a different route and apply to the Court of Protection for a Deputyship order. This requires more forms, more cost and more time, which can all be easily avoided with a bit of forward planning.
