Justus leading the Church in                troubled times
Does this sound familiar?  An Archbishop of Canterbury tries to bring unity and calm to a Church split down the middle over seemingly irreconcilable differences, and all the while to promote the Gospel to the wider non-Christian society, in the face of widespread ignorance and even hostility towards Christianity.

This isn’t Justin Welby, though. It was Justus, a 7th century archbishop of Canterbury.  Like Justin Welby, he had a passion for mission – he began as one of the Roman missionaries sent in 601 by Pope Gregory the Great.  Once in England, he was quickly put to work – becoming the first ever Bishop of Rochester, in 604.  
 
In 616, however, there was a pagan reaction in Kent and Essex, and without any support from the pagan King Edbald, Justus and Mellitus knew it was time to get out – quick.  They escaped to France, and the whole English mission seemed in peril.  

Then – an unexpected breakthrough occurred – the king was converted.  So back came Justus, to become Archbishop of Canterbury in 624.   When Justus died in 627, he was buried at St Augustine’s monastery.  Then, in the 11th century, Justus was moved to a site in Canterbury Cathedral, behind the high altar.
