Summary of Outcomes from the P.C.C. Meeting
The PCC met on Wednesday to review our current strengths, weaknesses, and future direction as a parish. The primary focus of discussion was Item 3: Future Planning, which produced several important reflections and priorities.
1. Mutual Support and Parish Life
Members expressed a shared sense that we need to deepen our mutual support for one another, both within the PCC and across the wider congregation. This includes being more intentional in how we care for, encourage, and communicate with each other as we share responsibility for the parish’s mission.
2. Prayerful Atmosphere
A key theme was the importance of cultivating a more prayerful foundation to our common life.
· We agreed on the need to maintain and deepen an atmosphere of reverence and prayerfulness during Morning Prayer and in the time before Mass.
· This is both a spiritual need and an opportunity to strengthen the parish’s identity as a community centred on worship and contemplation.
3. Social Action
The PCC recognised and celebrated the parish’s strong tradition of social action, noting that this work remains one of our core strengths. However, members also stressed:
· the importance of continually re-evaluating where the greatest needs lie,
ensuring that we remain responsive rather than formulaic, and encouraging more people to take part so that the work can grow sustainably.
4. Priority Areas for the Year Ahead
From the discussion, the PCC agreed on several concrete priorities to shape our planning going forward:
1. Develop our Social Media Output
· Improve communication, visibility, and engagement with the wider community.
2. Rebuild an Entertainment Committee
· Revitalise parish social life, hospitality, and opportunities for fellowship.
3. Improve our Catechesis
· Strengthen teaching, formation, and preparation for the sacraments across all age groups.
4. Create a Joint Society Parish Plan of Activities
· Coordinate events, services, and initiatives across the parish to ensure coherence, shared ownership, and better communication.
