AREA  LETTER  - Being part of God’s work in the World

Dear friends,

I always think that November feels like a thoughtful month. The trees are letting go of their leaves, the evenings are drawing in, and there’s a hush in the air that invites us to pause and reflect. It’s the season of remembering— a time to look back with gratitude and love, but also to look ahead with hope.
At the start of the month, on Sunday 2nd November, many of our parishes think about All Saints’ and All Souls’ Days, remembering those who have gone before us in faith — family, friends, and all who have inspired us by their example.
