Each January, Open Doors (www.opendoors.org) publish its Watch List of ChrisƟan           
persecuƟon. More than 388 million ChrisƟans worldwide are persecuted for their faith, 
4,849 were murdered in 2025. But ChrisƟans live by the word of God, not the sword.   
St Paul wrote “I am convinced that… [nothing] can separate us from the love of God” – 
Romans 8 verses 38 - 39.  Let’s pray 
áThanking God for his love that keeps us close to him. 
áChrisƟans worldwide who are persecuted for their faith remembering especially those 
 in North Korea, Somalia, Yemen, Sudan and Eritrea, the 5 most dangerous places to be 
 a ChrisƟan. 
áOur global leaders as they seek peaceful ends to conflict. 
Finally please pray for our benefice as we seek a new Rector. May someone hear God’s 
call to lead us and may we welcome that person into our churches and communiƟes.
