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The PCC met on 23rd January 2026 and
here are a few headlines about what was
discussed. Thank you to all members of the
PCC for their continued hard work and
commitment.

- Diocesan Grant — We have been
awarded a £250 grant from the
Diocese to fund the update of our
children’s space. This will be used to
buy new chairs, bean bags, books and
activity equipment to brighten up the
space! We hope to have these
purchased within the next month.

- Safeguarding — Thank you to all PCC
members and volunteers who are
updating and/or completing
safeguarding training. We are working
on Role Descriptions for all our
volunteers.

+ Young People — Jumping for Joy — the
PCC has committed to run 6 events
through the year. Details and flyers
with dates and further information are
available in church.

* Young People — Fusion - This is the
new Ampthill & Shefford Deanery
initiative for all young people across
the Deanery aged 11-18. The group
has been split into two, Fusion West
and Fusion East (St Peter’s is part of
the East group). The launch event took
place at Ninja Warrior on 25 January

with the next main event at St Albans
Abbey. More details to follow about the
‘shape’ of Fusion East.

+ Buildings — The Community Payback

team have done a brilliant tidying up
between Christmas and New Year,
thank you to them. Required Tree work
in the churchyard was carried out on
20-21st January. Decisions are still
being made about the proposed works
to the outer churchyard wall and south
porch outer wall. Topple testing of
churchyard memorials is due to take
place this month.

+ Mission Statistics — Each year the

church submits statistics to the
Diocese which look at church
attendance, services, and initiatives at
St Peter’s. These have been
submitted for 2025.
