Traditionally, pancakes are eaten on Shrove
Tuesday - the day before Ash Wednesday - to
use up fresh eqggs, milk, sugar, and butter before
the fasting season of Lent. For centuries, Shrove
Tuesday has been a day of feasting and fun be-

fore the seriousness of Lent. Lent is observed by

Christians in the 40 days before Easter, giving up

rich foods and fasting. Making pancakes was the
perfect way to clear out the cupboards. Lent

starts on Ash Wednesday before Easter when
people commit to 40 days of fasting.
