Sunday 15 March Parish Mass 3 PM

In today’s Gospel we read about the moving encoun-
ter between Jesus and the Samaritan woman. Dur-
ing it Jesus told her about the gift God wanted to
give her - the gift he called ‘living water’. Here we
encounter Jesus and he offers us the same gift. Let
us dispose ourselves to receive the gift of God. Like
a deer that yearns for running streams, so our souls
are yearning for you. You preserve us for our happi-
ness lies in you alone, near restful waters you lead
us, to revive our drooping spirits.
