Mission News:   

In March our Mission Focus is Alabare:   Please read latest news in the March Newssheet.  

Is God calling us to employ a worker to help us with Youth and Families ministry? 
The PCC (our parish leadership team) in January decided that God is prompting us in this direction. 
With increasing work amongst young people in Salisbury it is very likely our worker would partner 
with others across the city and helping us to develop our own work in the parish. For this reason it 
would be a full-time role for at least 3 years which is likely to cost over £100,000. We have some 
significant pledges already, even before the project is officially lunched, but do look our for more 
information as we plan to go to launch in a couple of weeks. We will be looking for financial pledges 
to test that this is God’s will, as we continue to prepare the job spec and the adverts. Even now, if  
you wish to give to this project, we do have a Youth Work Fund which is accessible through the QR 
code and our website. Assuming God’s hand in this we would try to appoint this coming Autumn. 
Please pray and start to consider your own contribution to help make this happen.
