ROMANS IN THE NEW TESTAMENT — Julius the Centurion

Julius the Centurion is the officer commanding the guard escorting Paul and
other prisoners on a long journey from Caesarea to Rome. From the
beginning he treats Paul kindly - allowing him no doubt on parole, the
opportunity to visit friends in Sidon, one of the early stops on the way. He
listens to Paul who to some extent takes over the conduct of the ship until
its wreck on the coast of Malta. To prevent prisoners escaping, the guard
prepare to kill them just as the ship founders, but Julius intervenes and so
saves Paul's life. Julius then delivers up his charges in Rome, and we hear
no more of him.

Julius is yet another example of the disciplined Army officer honest and
straightforward. Whilst there is no suggestion that he becomes a believer
himself, his long contact with Paul certainly has a great influence over him.
