Sunday 1st February: (Brigid, Abbess of Kildare, c.525)
Lord, we pray for your blessing on all our relationships, both personal and professional; teach us to welcome your love and light into them. Jesus, help us to remember that you came to give us life in all its fullness and that you will never leave or forsake us. Grant us the wisdom to turn to you for guidance whenever we need it. Amen.
Monday 2nd: (The Presentation of Christ in the Temple (Candlemas))
Almighty and ever-living God, clothed in majesty, whose beloved Son was this day presented in the Temple, in substance of our flesh: grant that we may be presented to you with pure and clean hearts, by your Son Jesus Christ our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Tuesday 3rd: (Anskar, Archbishop of Hamburg, Missionary in Denmark and Sweden, 865)
