Alleluia, Christ is Risen!
As I write this we're living through the reality of Holy Week, and the reality of a world that seems as lost in its own wilderness as ever. Jesus walks the way of the cross and offers himself for the world, and we watch and wait in the darkness for the light to return - let our prayer this Easter be for the return of light and hope to our world.
I'm grateful to all who have offered and all who have attended our Lent offerings, meetings and chances to learn this year. I hope it's been a good experience for all, with challenges and questions along the way! 
In May we shall hold the Annual Parochial Church Meetings (APCMs) for each church, and these are good moments to take stock of where we are and where we want to be - they are occasions of legal necessity, but also encouragement as we reflect on God's providence and blessings here. The meetings will be: Worstead 3rd May, Edingthorpe 10th May, North Walsham 31st May
Each year each church community elects two churchwardens, who are a particular focus of lay leadership and responsibility for buildings and share with me and the wider PCCs in oversight and care - we are grateful to those who have served, and to those who will offer themselves to serve for the year ahead.
This year the Deanery Synod representatives (who become ex-officio members of PCC) are also open for election. The Deanery Synod is the first rung of the church's representative bodies and I encourage you to stand if you want to shape our future together not just as parishes but as a wider Deanery and Diocesan family. North Walsham can elect 3 of these and the other churches 1 - it's based on the size of the Electoral Roll. And speaking of the Electoral Roll - it's the nearest thing the Church of England has a membership list (though of course we're here for EVERY person in our parishes), and it's important if you are a regular attender at our churches that you are on the Roll - information will be available about this in all our churches.

Happy Easter! Thank you for being part of God's story here.

Holy Week is the most important week in the history, at least for Christians around the world. Jesus’ Passion, Cross, Death and Resurrection are celebrated in the most sombre and poignant ways.

In a Church as old as ours (14th century), there is always something which needs attention.
This time, it’s the Organ. A number of pipes (which provide the sound) have been taken away to be in order for new ones to be made. The likely cost will be in the region of £3500, funds for which have been generously given by the Worstead Festival. Fortunately, the organ can still be played, so, there will be no interruption to our program of weddings this year.
The next, major, project on the horizon will be the renewal of the main Entrance Porch roof. Like so many things, the internal wooden supporting structure has suffered from both rot and water damage, with the inevitable result. Cost is going to be in the region of £25,000 !
We are indebted to our, small and dedicated, band of daffodil pickers for providing a constant supply of these lovely flowers which help to raise much-needed funds for St Mary’s. We are equally indebted to everyone who buys them.

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Lent Poetry Group 2026
A group of nine gathered for Lent Poetry 2026 at Rob and Penny’s home and we thank them for their hospitality this year.
Rob and I had chosen the title’ Desert Island Poems’, taking inspiration from the Radio 4 programme, which amazingly was first broadcast in 1942 and has recorded over 3,400 episodes! Rather than choosing audio recordings (which are usually, but not always, music) we asked our group members to pick poems they would like to have with them if they were cast away. We focused on such questions as – why is this poem important to me? What do I especially like about this poet’s writing? How might the poem help me to survive on the island?
The resulting choices were wide ranging, thoughtful, challenging, unsettling, poignant, comforting and, above all, interesting and revealing. All the poems sparked lively discussion- on mortality, memory, relationships, nature, faith, family and so much more. They also prompted us to think about how we would adapt and cope on the island (or not!).
We looked at the work of a large variety of writers, many well known and loved by this group, such as R.S. Thomas, Simon Armitage, Charles Causley, John Clare, Robert Frost, Shakespeare, John Betjeman and Carol Ann Duffy, to name but a few, as well as being introduced to poets we had not previously encountered.
It was a pleasure to spend these 4 evenings in Lent together, enjoying the poems and each other’s company, as we saw, once again, a poet’s unique ability to tap into feelings we all experience and express them in fresh ways. As the Welsh poet and writer Dylan Thomas put it: “Poetry makes you know that you are not alone in the unknown world, that your bliss and suffering is forever shared and forever all your own.”

[image: ]You may have read items in the press relating to the use of 'gluten free' wafers at Holy Communion - for those who require them, we use wafers which are approved and recommended for use by Coeliac UK - more information here. If you need a gluten free wafer, please advise the churchwardens/welcomers when you arrive for the service, and please indicate to the clergy distributing Holy Communion. 

The Church teaches that receiving Holy Communion in both kinds (wafer and wine), or in one kind (the wafer or the wine) are acceptable and contain the fulness of the Sacrament.  There are many reasons why this will be the case at different times in our lives, and there will be times when we cannot physically receive but join in an Act of Spiritual Communion (as those who watch online do - see below).

[image: ]​Intinction (that is, dipping your wafer into the wine) is not permitted, both for hygiene reasons and because it might introduce gluten to the wine, which could be consumed by someone who is allergic to it.

Lasting Powers of Attorney – Why are they so Important?
Lasting Powers of Attorney (LPA’s) are documents that give an individual you trust (your attorney) the legal authority to make decisions on your behalf should you either lose the mental capacity to make them, or you no longer wish to make these decisions yourself. Lasting Powers of Attorney come in 2 forms, these coming under the heading of ‘Property & Financial Affairs’ and ‘Health & Welfare’ 
So, how can they help?
The Property & Financial Affairs LPA covers things such as running your bank and savings accounts, making or selling investments, paying bills, buying or selling property and applying for benefits. 
The Health & Welfare LPA covers things such as the type of health care and medical treatment you receive (including decisions on life sustaining treatment), where you live, as well as the type of care that you receive in areas such as diet and daily routine.
Given the wide range of areas that these documents cover, it becomes quite obvious as to why they are so important. However, according to ‘The Office of the Public Guardian’ via an article produced in 2022, less than 1% of the UK population have a Lasting Powers of Attorney in place.
So, why do so few people have them in place? One of the most commonly mentioned reasons is that people assume that their spouse will automatically have the right to make decisions for them should they ever reach the stage where they are unable to. This however is a common misconception and it is very often discovered far too late that they actually have no legal authority at all. Cost is another reason people put it off, I can assure you are costs for this type of work are minimal, in the hope this is not a reason to delay.
What should you do?
Well, the answer to this one is quite simple……. get on and set up both types of LPA as soon as you can. It is never too soon to set one up, but it certainly can be too late. By law, once your mental capacity has gone, so has your opportunity to appoint attorneys to act on your behalf. At this point your loved ones will be required to go down a different route and apply to the Court of Protection for a Deputyship order. This requires more forms, more cost and more time, which can all be easily avoided with a bit of forward planning.
So, if setting up Lasting Powers of Attorney(s) is something that you think would benefit you and your loved ones, please feel free to contact me and we can discuss how they can be put in place in a way that is best suited to your own personal requirements.
