Dear brethren (brothers and sisters), since the beginning of lent until now we have prepared our hearts by penance and charitable works. Today we gather together to herald with the whole Church the beginning of the celebration of our lord’s Paschal mystery, that is to say, of his Passion and Resurrection. For it was to accomplish this mystery that he entered his own city of Jerusalem. Therefore, with all faith and devotion, let us commemorate the lord’s entry into the city for our salvation, following in his footsteps, so that, being made by his grace partakers of the Cross, we may have a share also in his Resurrection and in his life.

Let us pray. almighty ever-living God, sanctify + these branches with your blessing, that we, who follow Christ the King in exultation, may reach the eternal Jerusalem through him. Who lives and reigns for ever and ever. amen.

Holy Week
Holy Week is the most sacred time in the Christian calendar, commemorating the final days of Jesus’ life— his entry into Jerusalem, the Last Supper, crucifixion, burial, and the joy of the Resurrection. By attending church during Holy Week, Christians are invited to “walk with Jesus” through his passion, from Palm Sunday to Easter Sunday.

Holy Week lies at the heart of the Gospel, focusing on the passion, death, and resurrection of Christ. It is a time of deep reflection and spiritual formation, helping believers to contemplate Jesus’ sacrifice and God’s saving love. The Paschal Triduum— Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and the Easter Vigil—offers the Church’s most intense immersion in this mystery and gives essential context to the celebration of Easter.

Attending church during Holy Week allows believers to experience the story together through powerful worship, ritual, and symbolism. These services strengthen community, deepen faith, renew baptismal promises, and call Christians to lives of love and service, especially through the example of Christ’s humility.

Key days include Palm Sunday, Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, Holy Saturday, and Easter Sunday— each marking an essential moment in the journey from suffering to resurrection and hope.

‘This servant, who has been punished, is
aware of God's redemptive powers. The
Lord helps even the person who has
turned away from him. Those who sing
the Lord’s praises on his entrance would
be the same people who would scream
for his blood later in the week. And the
Lord loves each of these, just as he loves
cach of us. And he who vindicates us is
near. Just as we are praising his entrance
to Jerusalem today, we must ever keep
in mind that he knows what this
entrance precedes. The repetition in
this particular passage demonstrates
the number of times that we turn from
God and the number of times he
forgives us. How important for us to
hold onto that during the coming week.

All glory, laud and honour

The Palm Sunday procession often
involved the singing of ‘All glory, laud
and honour. This is  translation of the
Latin hymn, ‘Gloria, laus et honor’ The
original version was much longer than
that which we know today, but the
words remain relevant as a hymn of
glory from s to Christ as our redeemer.

To Whom the lips of children
Made sweet Hosannas ring.
