Mission Focus –Lent Appeal For Kagera 
We pray for Thomas Shavu who runs the Church and Community Mobilisation Process (CCMP) in Kagera.  This 
programme is having a huge impact within the diocese and in a wider area, especially in helping subsistence 
farming  more effective and less dependent on foreign aid.  He recently worked with the children of Murgwanza 
Primary School in planting 800 avocado seedlings.  Thomas said that, “speaking with the children renewed my hope”.
