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Giving ourselves to Jesus

On Tuesday we enjoyed our second Lent Lunch of the year. We're looking at Biblical personal
encounters with Jesus; this week we thought about Matthew's account of a woman pouring
expensive perfume on Jesus. This passage from Matthew 26 is very special to me. This was the
passage that | preached on for my very first sermon back in February 2018. | was super nervous,
properly stomach cramping nervous.

| talked about who this woman was. According to John's Gospel she was called Mary, | talked
about was this Mary Magdalane, was it Mary of Mary and Martha, the Mary who was Lazarus’s
sister - Lazarus who Jesus brought back from the dead. In Matthew’s gospel he refers to her as
just ‘a woman’ who came to him with an Alabaster jar. So, | also talked about what Alabaster is,
how it was a precious stone, that carvings were made out of and it was so delicate that to open
the jar was to break the jar. | talked about the perfumed oil, the Nard and that this was equivalent
to a year’s wages, in today’s money, about £39,000, that it was probably her life savings.

It was a couple of weeks after |I'd preached that I’d realised I’'d missed the point. We have a bit
of a running joke in our house. I’'m not very good at talking about my feelings and emotions. So
what | do instead is spend money and buy things for people and the more expensive and
extravagant the gift the more | want to show that particular person how much they mean to me.

You see | realised after that first sermon, that it doesn’t really matter who the woman was, it
doesn’t really matter what Alabaster is, it didn’t even really matter about the perfume or how
expensive it was. What matters is that the woman loved Jesus. What matters is her love for
Jesus compelled her to offer him the biggest gift that she could physically give, the value doesn't
really matter, other than to say it was the most precious thing she felt she could bring to him.

The most precious thing that we can bring to Jesus now, the thing that Jesus cares most
about and the best gift we can give him, is simply ourselves. To come to Jesus's feet and offer
him our hearts, is all Jesus desires above anything else. Next Tuesday we're looking at the 'Rich
Young Man' who wasn't able to give himself to Jesus because of material things. The question to
reflect on before next week is this... Is there something that's stopping you from giving yourself
fully to Jesus, like the lady with the perfume did? What is it you're holding on to that is stopping
you? If there is, be honest with him, ask him to help you get closer to him. Because if you pray
that prayer, | believe Jesus will help. If you want someone to pray that prayer with or for you,
please do get in touch.
