As promised last month, a little more about the East Window.
Since the window has been re-installed in its place in the Sanctuary above the High Altar at St Andrew’s, it has been admired by many of those coming to worship and several visitors, both local and those from further afield. Those who know the window well can appreciate and instantly notice the improvement. For the visitors who are not familiar with the window, it pleases for its aesthetic appeal and demonstrated skill and artistry. The colours are glorious. As I have said many times, a real treasure. To see the whole window at its best why not visit on a bright or sunny day - it is well worth the effort.
The church has managed to fundraise and obtain several grants towards the cost of this conservation work and to date there is about a £1000 shortfall if the last grant application comes to fruition. An amazing feat. We are so grateful to all who gave their support.
