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Palm Sunday: Each church will be holding its own Palm Sunday service 
this year. St. Mary's will be starting at the castle at 10am and processing 
with the donkeys down to St. Mary's for 10:30am.

Parish Centre Car Park: The Parish Centre car park is getting very 
congested particularly on Sunday mornings. This is a reminder that 
permit holders only are permitted to use the Parish Centre car park. 
Permits are restricted to the times you are working/volunteering for the 
Parish and shouldn't be used ad hoc. e.g. If you are a cafe volunteer on 
Tuesday mornings, then the permit applies for this time only and 
does not include Sunday mornings. The permit restrictions apply at all 
times (including evenings) as hall hirers also hire spaces in the car park 
as part of their hire agreement.
