As we look ahead to our APCM on Sunday 17th May, we are entering a season of real possibility at St Mary the Virgin, Ewell. Our worship, our welcome and our service to the community continue to grow, and with that growth comes the opportunity to strengthen the practical foundations that support our ministry. Over the coming years, we will be fundraising and planning for three major developments that will help St Mary’s flourish for decades to come:
1. A New Drinks and Bar Servery at the Rear of the Church

We are proposing a compact, well‑designed kitchen space dedicated to serving drinks and providing a bar facility. This will support hospitality after services, enhance our concerts and social events and allow us to welcome visitors and community groups with warmth and ease. It is a simple but transformative improvement to our shared life.

2. Re‑investing in and Relocating our AV System

Our current audio‑visual system has served us faithfully, but it now needs renewal. By relocating and upgrading our equipment, we can improve sound quality, enhance livestreaming and ensure our worship is clear, accessible and welcoming for all ages and abilities. This is a ministry of communication, connection, and inclusion.
3. Installing an Eco‑Friendly Heating System

As part of our commitment to environmental responsibility and long‑term sustainability, we are exploring an energy‑efficient heating solution that will care for both our congregation and our historic building. This is a vital step in our journey toward net‑zero & in being good stewards of God’s creation.

To bring these projects to life, we need people who can help us think, plan, and act with confidence. We are especially looking for those who feel called to join our PCC, and bring enthusiasm for 
· IT and digital development
· Audio‑visual ministry and creative communication
· Technical support for worship and events
· Funding research and grant applications
· Project management and planning
You do not need to be an expert. You do not need prior experience. What matters is a willingness to learn, a steady presence and a desire to help St Mary’s grow in faith, welcome and service.

If you sense a nudge to get involved, it might just be the call of God’s Holy Spirit, so if you would like to explore what these roles might look like, please speak to a member of the clergy or PCC.
