Dear all,

In the 50 days between Easter Sunday and Pentecost many of the set Bible readings enable us to 
hear again the disciples’ joyful stories of their encounters with the risen Jesus. I think that 
following the Christian faith would be largely impossible without these eye witness accounts. We 
certainly owe a great debt of gratitude to the Gospel writers who first wrote down the stories of 
Jesus’ birth, life, death and resurrection. 

Over the months that I have been living in Thorpe End, I have been trying to educate myself in 
the history of the place in which I live and serve. I have been grateful to the people I have met 
who have given me answers to many of my questions. Why is one side of Plumstead Road so 
different to the other? Why is there no pub? Why is the church where it is? What was there 
before the current building? When was the Rectory built and why is your vicar living in a rectory 
and not a vicarage? Just like the Gospel accounts, I have noticed some differences in perspective 
but, when read together, the stories create a picture of what Thorpe End was like in the past and 
why it is still such a beautiful place to live.

This got me thinking that it would be good to capture these, and other, stories before they are lost 
to time. So, in conjunction with the Thorpe History Group, we will be launching a project called 
Thorpe End Stories at our Plant Sale on the 16th May. We want to capture your and your 
neighbours stories of Thorpe End and persevere them for future generations. If you can write 
these down that would be great, but don’t worry if you can’t manage this, we can arrange for 
someone to meet with you to write down your story with you, or maybe record it in an audio file. 
We are also looking for photographs and other memorabilia. The idea is that once we have these 
we will share them in a exhibition and, who knows, maybe even a book!
