Easter Joy

I have just received an email from the ’Which’ consumer society telling me the latest news of
the “new Best Buys you won’t want to miss,” including the best frying pan and
the best sausages!  Really?
 
I have other matters on my mind at the moment, including the terrible conflict and events in
the Ukraine, the terrible situations (plural) in Palestine and Iran, the questionable decisions
of the American Administration, and wondering what our own government may or may not
be doing. Then there is the number of local people facing a rapid increases in the cost of
living. The latter probably won’t be interested in a new frying pan but may appreciate
spending wisely on sausages.  With all this in mind I am trying to think clearly on the
miraculous resurrection of our Lord Jesus. Just where is he in all this?
 
What we do know is that Jesus is in the thick of it. In the ruined streets of war, at the side of
people making stupid decisions and those trying to balance their domestic finances. He was
set free from the tomb to roam wherever he wished, setting others free from the dilemmas
they face in human existence. And he promised he would be with them ‘til the end of time.’
This is what we believe and state week by week in our worship. Especially loudly at Easter.
 
After his death the Gospels reported that his body could not be found, only the grave clothes
remained, with the disciples believing that he was still with them, guiding and inspiring them
to carry on his work. Those disciples and first Christians believed that at his death Jesus
had sort of ‘melted’ into God, or to put it another way, that the essential being of Jesus as
the Son of God was revealed as always being one with the Father.
 
Death did not destroy, but simply showed what the disciples had begun to realise, that Jesus
was and always had been God. So, there wasn’t any hesitation in praying to Jesus in the
same way they had always prayed to God. They could no longer think of God without
thinking of Jesus who had lived and revealed God’s love. They were conscious of his
guidance and the strength he provided in managing and coping with human life, with all its
demands and challenges. This was their experience.
 
It was this that launched the Christian church in the first place, and which is at its heart
today. Wherever there are humans in whatever circumstance, there is Jesus. Christians
have believed this for over two-thousand years and consequently have changed the world. 
 
This is what we believe, what we proclaim. Joyful resurrection in action. Alleluia!
