BREAD AND WINE

When it’s time for communion (the
bread and/or wine) if you would
normally receive communion elsewhere,
you’re welcome to take communion
with us today. If you'd prefer a blessing
come up to the rail and bow your head. If you'd
rather stay in your seat, we understand. If you would
prefer to receive the bread only and not the wine in
the shared chalice (cup) we totally understand. Please
do not intinct (dip) bread in the wine. Please be
assured that receiving communion in one kind only
(just the bread) is equally as valid as receiving both the
bread and wine. If you require a gluten free wafer
please mention it to the welcomers on the door
before the service starts.
