Prayer Focus May 2026 - Thanksgiving 
In May the church celebrates Pentecost when the Holy Spirit came upon the 
disciples. This year it’s when the interviews for our new Rector take place.                                          
Let’s pray the Holy Spirit will be guiding all those involved and for the applicants. 
As a child, I was taught the song ‘Count your blessings name them one by one’.

IgnaƟus of Loyola, 16th century theologian, encourages us to reflect on our blessing as 
part of a daily spiritual exercise.
