Dear Friends,
Pinned on the notice board behind my desk is a small postcard of a painting entitled ‘Woman, Why Weepest Thou?’, by the 19th century painter Fritz von Uhde. Two people stand on a mud path, in a garden surrounded by olive trees. A women dressed in a brown robe bows her head. Utterly distraught, her face is completely buried in her hands. She is so overcome with anguish that she is completely oblivious to the kind-looking young man behind her, dressed in white, who leans into her with his hand placed gently on her elbow in comfort, meeting her in her grief.
It is, of course, Mary Magdelene and Jesus, as depicted in John 20:11-17. The painting depicts the moment of deepest darkness, just before it is transformed into the deepest joy when Mary realises that the very person she feared she had lost forever, is in fact stood right beside her. A story of transformation that is so familiar to us, that its impact may be lost.
Yet the hope of that transformation, that first Easter morning, is as real for us and for the world today as it was two millennia ago. Hope that, however troubled our own lives or our world may be, a brighter future is guaranteed because of the love Jesus showed for us in dying on the cross, and the power of God revealed in Christ’s resurrection from the dead. A hope that is made known to us each day through the presence of the Holy Spirit.
Coming to church on Maundy Thursday and Good Friday is our response to the invitation to enter into the darkness of the cross, not for us to stay there, but to experience the transformation ourselves, so that our joy on Easter Day may be all the greater, making the gospel hope real for us once again. And at Holy Trinity, we don’t do joy at Easter Day by halves, we go to town with our instruments, our singing, renewing our baptismal vows and our repeated joyful proclamation ‘Alleluia, Christ is Risen!’ ‘He is Risen indeed, Alleluia!’.
So do come and join our worship in this special season and be blessed in encountering the risen Christ.
