ABOUT TODAY’S READINGS 
 
 

First Reading Acts 10:34. 37-43 
Peter’s “mini-Gospel” recapitulates the major events of the 

life, death and resurrection of Jesus, and tells how they 
lead to the forgiveness of people’s sin. 

 

Second Reading Colossians 3:1-4 
Colossians directs the thoughts of believers to contemplate  

Christ in glory.  
 

Gospel John 20:1-9 
The disciples find the tomb is empty and begin to 

understand the significance of what scripture foresaw, that 
Christ must rise from the dead. 
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
