Annual Parochial Church Meeting

Please go the back area of Church to collect your child by returning the
card given. Collection will happen during the Agnus Dei (when the servers form a semi-circle at
the front), so that you can receive the Holy Eucharist or a blessing together as a family, and
release the Junior Church team to rejoin theirs.
