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Almighty ever-living God, 
constantly accomplish the Paschal Mystery 

within us, 
that those you were pleased to make new in 

Holy Baptism

Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son, 
who lives and reigns with you in the unity of 

the Holy Spirit, 
God, for ever and ever. 
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Background to the Gospel 
 

The readings for the last few Sundays have been about the Resurrection, 
but today’s Gospel takes us back in time to an event in Jesus’ life before his 
Passion. Jesus tells his disciples that he is going to prepare a place for them 
in his Father’s house. He promises that where he is going, his disciples will 
be able to follow. Thomas, who will later doubt the disciples’ reports that 
they have seen the Risen Lord, contradicts Jesus by saying that the disciples 
don’t know where Jesus is going or how to get there. Jesus explains that he 
himself is the way, the truth, and the life. In knowing and loving Jesus, the 
disciples now love God the Father. 

Philip then makes a request that challenges Jesus’ words. Philip wants Jesus 
to show the Father to the disciples. Recall that Jesus has just told his disci-
ples, “If you know me, then you will also know my Father. From now on 
you do know him and have seen him.” As a good teacher, Jesus responds to 
Philip by repeating and elaborating on what he has just told the disciples: 
they have seen and known Jesus, so they have seen and known the Father. 
Then Jesus offers another reassurance about his departure: because of 
faith in God and in Jesus, the disciples will do the work that Jesus has done 
and more. 

The connection between Jesus and his Father, between Jesus’ work and the 
work of the Father, is made clear in today’s Gospel. Jesus is in the Father, 
and God the Father is in Jesus. As God spoke his name to Moses, “I am,” so 
too Jesus speaks his name to his disciples: “I am the way and the truth and 
the life.” 

The revelation of the Trinity is completed in the passage that follows to-
day’s reading, and it is the Gospel for next Sunday. Because Jesus goes 
away, the Father will send in Jesus’ name the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, 
who will continue the work of the Father and of Jesus.

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Restoration Project Update 
Worksop Priory PCC is pleased to report that the first phase of our grant 
funded investigation into the building’s drainage issues, roof and tower 
leaks, and areas of deteriorating masonry is now well underway. Although 
much of this work happens quietly behind the scenes, it marks an im-
portant step in caring for our historic church. 
In March, a full measured survey of the Priory was completed. This pro-
vides highly accurate drawings of the building’s layout and structure, form-
ing the essential foundation for planning any future repairs or conservation 
work. 
An ecology survey has also taken place. These surveys ensure that any 
building work protects the wildlife that shares our church, particularly bats, 
which often roost in historic buildings. Understanding what species are pre-
sent helps us plan responsibly and meet all legal requirements. 
More recently, both drainage and asbestos surveys have been carried out. 
The drainage survey used specialist CCTV equipment to examine the under-
ground pipework and identify any blockages, leaks, or structural issues that 
may be contributing to water problems. The asbestos survey ensures that 
any asbestos containing materials are identified and safely managed before 
repair work begins, protecting both people and the building. 
In the coming weeks, scaffolding will be erected around the tower so spe-
cialists can investigate the source of the leaks more closely and determine 
the repairs required. This will be the first visible sign of the project pro-
gressing. 
We are also working closely with a heritage consultant, who is helping us 
prepare a bid for a larger capital works grant. As part of this, we are explor-
ing how the Priory’s rich heritage can be shared more widely through com-
munity engagement and consultation. We will be seeking input from as 
many people as possible, and your involvement will be greatly valued. 

Further updates will follow as the project continues to unfold.

What to do if you have a Safeguarding concern about someone at Worksop Priory 
 

A safeguarding concern may relate to the welfare of someone, or care (or lack of) being 

provided. Also, you may need to talk to someone about something in our church that isn’t 

right or has upset you. 

Urgent concerns 

If you believe someone is at immediate risk of being harmed you must contact either the 

Police or Social Services directly:

Non-urgent concerns 

If the concern is not urgent or an emergency, Worksop Priory has a Parish Safeguarding 

Officer – Susan Bekisz who manages safeguarding issues at church. She can be contacted

In the first instance it is useful to know the outline of the concern. Whilst the email address 

is confidential, we understand that you may not wish to disclose names of those involved 

in this way. It is likely that the Safeguarding Officer would then phone you so please leave a 

contact number and time of day that is most appropriate to call. If you prefer to liaise by 

email, please make that clear too. 

If you are unable to email you can call 07355 850735. This phone cannot always be an-

swered immediately, but you can leave a message. 

We will endeavour to respond within 48 hours. 

There may be occasions when our Safeguarding Officer is not available. 

If we have not responded within 36 hours after you have raised a concern, consider the 

following options to get advice:
