God’s Garden Nature Count 6-7 Jun 2026
Please help. Abbotts Ann PCC is undertaking a nature count in the churchyard and burial

ground over the weekend 6-7 June to coincide with village Open Gardens on 7 June. It is part
of a national initiative by the conservation group Caring for God’s Acre (CGA).

CGA will verify results and post them on the National Biodiversity Network website at
https://burialgrounds.nbnatlas.org.The information allows national agencies to know what

precious species are located where in the country. 

Anyone can take part. Simply pop into to the churchyard and burial ground either day
between 9.30am and 4.30pm and see what you can find. The best way to record findings is to

download the iNaturalist app to your phone. The app photographs plants and animals,
identifies them, adds the location and time then uploads them to the CGA website.

Alternatively, pick up a record form in the church porch. Fill it in as you go round and leave it
in the porch afterwards. The PCC will do the rest. You will also find spotter guides there if

you’re not sure what you have found.Many thanks for your help.
