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From the archives 
 

As cupboards and rooms get cleared, amid a lot of debris for the tip or recycling are 

some gems. In St Nicholas bound copies of the parish magazine 1917-26, 1932-49 were 

found. Reading a previous Vicar’s letters and looking at some of the items is fascinating, 

though can be time consuming. These will be offered to the Harwich Society or the 

Museum, depending where is the best place for them to join others that have been found.  
 

The August 1917 edition shows a Vicar, the Rev. Arthur Mills and Curate, G.A. Graham. 

The magazine cost 1d. Arthur had only just been appointed. The Curate was about to 

leave. Each Sunday at St Nicholas there were services at 8am Holy Communion, 11am 

Matins and Holy Communion 1st and 3rd Sundays and Matins and Litany other Sundays. 

At 3pm there was the Children’s Service, at 3.45pm baptism and 6.30pm Evensong. 

Baptism was also available at 6.15pm on Friday. 
 

June and July saw 12 baptisms, 1 wedding and 5 funerals. The July collection was just 

over £24. Adverts included Grice and Son the family grocer; Denny the fish, poultry and 

game merchant; John Self was ironmonger; W.G. Lewis was named as the builder and 

undertaker; R. Creswell offered pastry and confection and W.B. Greenwood and Sons 

were the butchers.   
 

It is hard to think that while the parish life went on and the magazine recorded the 

minutiae of the town’s life so many were being killed in the trenches and battlefields and 

many would be recorded on the boards and monuments that would appear on walls and 

in streets marking their deaths. Those deaths were usually mentioned in the Vicar’s letter, 

but he first mentions the Harvest Festival (14th October). There is a cryptic reference to 

gratitude that there may be a considerable improvement in the choir as clearly the very 

best had not been offered to God for a while by them. There was a Wednesday evening 

service, and it was a time of earnest prayer. It was pointed out with sadness that there 

was no parish church school (this is for Harwich St Nicholas) and pointed out with 

greater surprise that the former Curate, Mr Graham had not gone North after all but 

Ingatestone. There was a hope that another curate might be found however the curate’s 

fund was not all it could be and at present without more giving even if someone was 

found they couldn’t be paid.  
 

The November issue clearly went to press with no sense the war was ending. The Vicar 

was proposing to preach in Advent on; 1. why do we believe in God? 2. why do we 

believe in Christianity? 3. why are we members of the church? 4 is eternal life a 

reasonable hope? St Nicholas Hall was now open to soldiers and sailors and contained 

an adequate piano. The last thing mentioned was the support for Church Reform! The 

Church of England was to get more say in its affairs and not always need Parliament … 



oh and the choir was showing much improvement. (This would not come until 1919 

when a National Assembly was formed).  
 

Finally, the year concluded with Christmas Day services (none on Christmas Eve) at 

7am, 8am, 11 and 12. Finally there was Evensong and yes … the choir now showed a 

very great and real improvement. 1918 was clearly going to open well even if there was 

a war on.  

 

Where was your X placed? 
 
We had the opportunity to cast a vote. Hopefully you used the postal system or went to 

your local polling station as I did, with my ID!

(Deuteronomy 10:17-19) 

3. It is one way that we can obey God's command to seek the good of those around us 

and our nation as a whole. (Jeremiah 29:5-6) 

4. It shows that we care deeply about who our leaders are as we are urged to offer 

prayer and intercession on their behalf. (1 Timothy 2:1,2) 

5. It is a simple yet significant way we can do something about politics in our nation. 'All 

that is required for evil to prevail is for good men to do nothing', Edmund Burke. 

(Psalms 34:14) 

6. It makes a difference the way a grain of salt makes a difference, and that is how we 

are to influence our society for good. (Matthew 5:13) 

7. It is a privilege not to be taken for granted. Those of us who reap the benefits of 

living in a democracy should play a part in upholding democracy. 

8. Not voting is a form of voting, as it will influence the outcome. We need to take 

responsibility for our actions, as well as our lack of actions. (Luke 10:25-37) 

9. Voting has biblical precedence for example Acts 14:23 describes that the early 

Christians elected elders by voting. 

10. Voting is part of our stewardship to use all the resources we have been given in 

ways that honour God; to waste a vote is to squander a gift.
