Message from the Rector
Ow sos ger,

In our lectionary readings we have been exploring the resurrection stories -the ways in which Jesus assured his
friends and disciples about what happens after we die. This past Sunday I preached about our experience of
grief. Unlike other religions and expressions of faith, we have a God who understands and cares about our
feelings and our experiences. God stands with us as we experience some of our darkest times.

Of course, loss isn’t just experienced when someone we love dies. We also experience loss when our hopes
and dreams have been stamped upon, or when we stop doing something we have dedicated time and energy
to for many years.

At Probus Church this past week we said a huge thank you to Sandra and Barbara for their gift of... I’m going
to call it ‘plant -ology’. For well over 30 years both Barbara and Sandra have worked throughout the year to
grow plants for the annual plant stall. And, with the help of a few others each year they have then sold various
plants for the people of Probus to buy and stock up their own gardens with the wonderful assurance that as
they were produced locally, they will surely grow in their garden too!

Thank you Sandra, thank you Barbara and thank you for your wonderful team of helpers, and not forgetting the
indoor team providing refreshments.

Other news around the patch, we have now completed the round of the annual parochial church meetings. It is
my privilege to chair these and to hear the things that people care about and dedicate their time to. Our focus
this coming year will be to consider in what ways we might encourage the next generation. In secular terms it is
thought about as succession planning -I feel this is not appropriate language for the church to use and instead
think that we should be doing as Jesus commissioned us to do which is to ‘Go and make new disciples’. This
means that we are called to actively go out to the places where we meet others and to share the things that
give us hope and peace of mind, the things that speak of God’s goodness to us, the stories of Jesus and the
difference he has made to our lives as we have wrestled with the things of life such as identity, role, purpose.
And how, at key moments in our lives we have chosen the way of Jesus rather than the way of the world.

Often following Jesus is harder than following the ways of the world because we are hardwired for survival
which tends to lead to two ways of thinking and behaving: either, “I’m alright you sort yourself out,” or, “I will do
all I can to make sure my success is paramount to any other.”

The way of Christ is to submit our own egos and to exist for the flourishing of all around us. It can be costly.
And so, we as churches, have this burden placed upon us to live as a community of faith. Over this coming
year we will explore this further as we continue to seek ways to come together and encourage each other
across the Upper Fal Parishes.
