Today’s gospel reading is the
first part of the 17" chapter of
St John’s Gospel, which is given
over entirely to what is known
as Jesus’s ‘great priestly
prayer’. In it, Jesus provides for
his father a most intimate and
extended account of how he has been carrying out
his mission as a human being. In this opening part of
the prayer, Jesus prays for his disciples to whom he
has revealed the truth about God the Father, and
assures his father that they have received “the
words that you gave me” and “have come to know
the truth. Jesus makes it clear that his concern and
love is “not for the world but for those whom you
have given me, for they are yours.” These words of
comfort apply just as much to us, the disciples of our
time, as they did to the disciples who were chosen
by Jesus during his own ministry.
