Reflection
The Feast of the Holy Trinity is the last of the great series of days and seasons that began with Advent.  Through these days and seasons we have prepared for Jesus’ birth and walked with him towards the cross and into the garden of the resurrection.  We have witnessed his announcement of God’s Kingdom and we have prayed for and been granted the gift of the Holy Spirit, to strengthen and guide us following his return to heaven.  Today is the day that brings everything together:  God’s being and God’s activity.

Sometimes, the Feast of the Holy Trinity is treated a little as if it is a puzzle.  We think that we need to explain God.  How can God be Father, Son and Holy Spirit, Three in One and One in Three?  And we use images such as the shamrock or clover to do this. But, instead of trying to explain God, might it not be better to allow ourselves to be entranced by the beauty, wonder and mystery of God?  Could we make today into a day that is filled with reflection and contemplation?  God creates all things, loves all things, sustains all things.  
God simply is.  This is what makes God different from us, his creatures. Take time to breathe.  Take time to listen.  Take time to be renewed.  Take time for and with God.
On this Trinity Sunday, we turn our hearts again in faith to our Creator, and look into the depths of God.
As we worship today, may we take time now to deepen our roots in God and then to think how we in this place, individually and together, might help other people to become followers of Jesus.
